Personal Web Sites 

Basic Web Site Concepts 

Á A web site contains one or more web pages. 

Á Web pages contain various elements: 

Å Formatted text 

Å Tables 

Å Images (hyperlinks) 

Å Other pages (hyperlinks) 

Å Sounds (hyperlinks) 

Å Videos (hyperlinks and script code - Flash, h.264) 

Á Web page description language is 

Hyper Text Markup Language 

Å Most editing tools generate HTML automatically. 

Å HTML v4 is standard, HTML 5 being finalized. 



Personal Web Sites 

Web Page Editing Tools 

Á MS Word (any version) 

Å Good for basic page layouts. 

Å Supports tables and hyperlinks. 

Å Need to use a separate FTP program to publish the site. 

Á MS Expression Web 4 Pro Studio (~$80) 

Å Comprehensive web site editing and publishing tool. 

Å Supports basic scripting, tables, frames. 

Å Full HTML 4 functionality. 

Á MS Visual Web Developer Express 

Å FREE download from Microsoft. 

Å Comprehensive WYSIWYG editing tool. 

Å About 20 minutes to install. 

Á NVU / Kompozer (Free Open source tool) 

Å Comprehensive WYSIWYG editing tool. 

 



Personal Web Sites 

Activating Your Web Space 

Á Cox.net (cable) 

Å Every e-mail account gets 10MB of FREE web space. 

Å Must log on to the Cox Support ñWeb Toolsò area. 

Å Select the action to enable personal web space. 

Å Configure your web-siteôs settings. 

Á CenturyLink.net (DSL) 

Å Similar to Cox (No account, so I donôt know details). 

Á GoDaddy.com web hosting (~$50/yr) 

Å Go to GoDaddy.com sales web site. 

Å Purchase hosting plan, add optional domain registration. 

Å Go to administration control panel. 

Å Configure site. 

Å Recommend you enable FrontPage Extensions support. 



Personal Web Sites 

Demo - Setting Up Your Site (1) 

Á Create a set of folders on your hard drive 

Å Idea is to have a full working copy of your website on local hard drive. 

Å Top level folder corresponds to the ñhomeò folder. 

Å Make sure you have an ñimagesò folder. 

Á Create your ñhomeò page (use VWD Express or Word) 

Å Save it (as HTML) with name ñindex.htmò (this is a standard default) 

Å Keep it relatively short and simple. 

Å Provide hyperlinks from the home page to other web pages. 

Á Create other pages to suit your tastes 

Å ñHis Resumeò, ñHer Resumeò 

Å ñHis Family Treeò, ñHer Family Treeò 

Å ñOur Photosò (but watch disk space usage) 

Å ñGreat Family Recipesò 

Á Hyperlink to those pages from the Home page.
